Of the 382,000 misdemeanor criminal summonses such as disorderly conduct and loitering
handled by NYC courts in 2008, over 193,000 — 51% — were tossed out by the courts.

In 2010, 87% of the NYPD's nearly 614,000 stop and frisks involved black and Latino individuals.

Every day the NYPD engages in objectionable and counterproductive policing practices: officers
frequently harass and mistreat people from marginalized groups such as the homeless, the
mentally ill, sex workers, LGBTQ individuals, and street vendors.
